
FENCE PRO’S
#1 CHOICE

INSTALLATION
1. Locate the desired mounting height for the latch on the

fence post and mark the locations of the mounting holes.
Drill appropriate pilot holes for the mounting screws. Align
the latch with the mounting holes and attach to the post
with the supplied lag screws (Figure 1).

2. With the gate closed, position the striker bar in the latch
assembly and mark the locations of the mounting holes.
Drill appropriate pilot holes for the mounting screws.
Realign the striker bar and attach to the post with the
supplied lag screws (Figure 2).

3. Test the locking and unlocking of the latch by pressing
the button on the lock pin and moving it to the locked
and unlocked positions (Figure 3).

4. Position the handle on the striker bar as required using
the supplied lag screws, bolt, washer, and nut (Figure 2).
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
